“Trouble in the Temple” 
 

This Sunday is the first Sunday in the 

season of Lent.  There are different ways 

we can approach this period in the church 

year.  We can think of it as a penitential 

time – a time for us to reflect on our own 

failures and shortcomings and the enor-

mity of the sacrifice of Christ on our behalf.  We can also 

use this season to center our thoughts on the grand scope 

of the ministry of Jesus 

 

This year, though, I’d like us to consider doing something 

that we rarely seem to have time to do – look more closely 

at the final week in the life of Jesus.  It’s the week we re-

fer to as Holy Week.  Even though nearly a third of the 

content of the four gospels center on the events of Holy 

Week, we don’t spend much time on those events at all 

because we go from Palm Sunday to Maundy Thursday to 

Easter in a single week. 

 

This year I’d like to spend all of Lent looking at the 

events that took place from Monday to Thursday of Holy 

Week.  We’ll look at those events as they are conveyed to 

us in Mark’s gospel.  Here’s where our focus will be each 

Sunday –  

March 5 

Mark 11:12-19 - “The Temple Trouble” 

March 12 

Mark 12:28-34 “The Consummate Commandment” 

March 19  

(More info next week on this special Sunday) 

March 26  

Mark 14:1-11 “The Perilous Plot” 

April 2 

Mark 14:22-26 “The Final Feast” 
 

We’ll then backtrack to Palm Sunday on April 9, experi-

ence Maundy Thursday Holy Communion on April 13 

and Easter on April 16.
