I remember sitting on the bleachers with a friend 

in high school. We were laughing at some goofy 

comment or observation just as two guys were walking by.  

Maybe the timing of the laughter relative to their arrival is what 

caused it; I will honestly never know. But one guy looked at us 

and asked in that menacing way, “Are you talking about me?“  

This is the only time I’ve ever experienced anything like 

this, though the moment felt familiar. I did not want to judge 

the other two guys, but I did. I did not want to get into a fight 

either. My friend replied in a deliberate but clear way, “I don’t 

even know you.” He looked at the guy who issued the challenge, 

the guy looked at him and then decided he didn’t know my 

friend either and walked away. 

It de-escalated very quickly. I was glad to have avoided 

the hostility that could’ve taken place. Moreover, I was im-

pressed with my friend’s ability to avoid it. I wonder if the 

“other” guy had ever been exposed to someone going through 

life looking for peace rather than looking for confrontation. 

Maybe that is all it takes, a little exposure to serenity, to know 

that it is worth something.  Maybe we need to look at people 

not as “others” but as someone similar to ourselves. 

In our continually divisive times, how do we find ways 

to de-escalate tension? Sure, there are some absolutes of right 

and wrong. However, how do we navigate the gray areas? How 

do we look at one another in disagreement, but still convey 

some respect? May God reign over us and show us better ways 

of relationship.
