Exploring Eastminster

Well, we checked out the basement last time, now let’s go up to the attic. Yes, we have one, and now is a
good time to check it out because it’s freezing up there in the Winter and stifling in the Summer, just like at
home! It’s up the East staircase, past the beautiful stained-glass window and cross, to the second floor. The
door is to the right, opposite the door to the hallway and second floor classrooms. The light switch is very
low on the door post, so you must feel around a little to find it. Then you must be careful stepping in be-
cause the floor is at a different level. But once you’re in, the ceiling is high down the center, then slopes
sharply toward the walls.
